ONE. Purpose of agreement

FIVE. Monitoring Committee

SIX. Validity
This Agreement will come into effect on the date it is signed and has a duration of four years. The Parties may extend the Agreement before its expiry for an additional period of up to four years, subject to the presentation of an express written request. 
SEVEN. Notice of termination
Either Party may request termination of the Agreement by submitting a written request ....... months in advance of the original expiry date or that of any agreed extensions.
In any event, the Parties undertake to complete any actions that are already under way at the time notification of early termination is received.
EIGHT. Modifications
This Agreement constitutes the complete agreement of the Parties in relation to its purpose and may only be modified in writing with the prior consent of the Parties.
NINE. Disputes
The Parties undertake to attempt to amicably resolve any dispute that may arise in the interpretation or fulfilment of this Agreement through the Monitoring Committee. If a resolution is not possible, the Parties agree to submit to mediation before initiating any legal claim before the corresponding jurisdiction.
TEN. Termination
The Agreement may be terminated on the following grounds:
a) The period of validity expires.
b) The Parties mutually agree to terminate the Agreement prior to expiry of the period of validity.
c) It becomes legally or materially impossible to fulfil the purpose of the Agreement due to unforeseen circumstances. 
d) In the event of serious and repeated non-compliance by either Party with any of the essential stipulations of the Agreement. 
In this case, either of the Parties may send a request to the non-complying Party asking that it meet its obligations. This request will be communicated to the Monitoring Committee. 
If the Party fails to comply after the deadline indicated in the request, the Agreement will be effectively terminated. The termination of the Agreement for this reason will entail compensation for damages caused, in accordance with the criteria to be determined by the Monitoring Committee.  
e) Either Party issues an express notice of termination as provided for in Clause 7.
f) Any other grounds provided for in the applicable regulations.
ELEVEN. Use of Institutional Image
The signature of this Agreement does not entitle either Party to make use of the logo or trademark of the other Party (or Parties), unless expressly authorized in writing by the governing bodies of each institution.
TWELVE. Confidentiality
The Parties undertake to maintain the confidentiality of information communicated to them or otherwise obtained by them in connection with this Agreement unless granted the prior written consent of the other Party or expressly stated otherwise. This obligation will not affect information that: 
(A) is in the public domain (unless it is in the public domain as a consequence of a breach of this Agreement); 
(B) is in the possession of the Party who received it without breach of any duty of confidentiality; or
(C) must be disclosed in order to comply with a legal or administrative mandate. 
THIRTEEN. Information pertaining to the processing of personal data of representatives and contacts at the Parties
The controllers of the personal data collected in this Agreement for the purpose of its effective execution (of the representatives and contacts) are the respective Parties. The contact information for the data controllers is as follows:

Data will be stored during the period required to fulfil the purpose for which they were collected and to determine any possible responsibilities deriving therefrom. Data will not be disclosed to third parties unless there is a legal obligation to do so. 
Data subjects have the right to access and request rectification, erasure, objection, portability or restriction of their data by writing to the data controller at the addresses indicated above. If they feel that their rights have not been given due consideration, they can contact the data protection officer of the relevant Party.
